For divers, the minimum requirement is Open Water
Certification and 60 logged dives for all cruises. Anyone with
less than 60 dives, under 12 years of age or over 75 years, will
require a private dive guide. For our snorkeling guests, no
experience required.

Mandatory diving insurance that includes medical evacuation is
required for all diving guests. Travel insurance is highly
recommended.
